COMMONWEALTH EDUCATION CONTINUUM UPDATE 

 
Dr. Jennifer Fraker, CPE’s Executive Director of P-20 Policies and Procedures, 
presented the Commonwealth Education Continuum (CEC) Midterm Report. She 
highlighted the emerging recommendations from the three workgroups and stated 
that the final recommendations are expected to be presented for consideration at the 
CEC’s September meeting and solidified before year end in preparation for the 2022 
Kentucky Regular Legislative Session.  Dr. Thompson provided additional comments 
on the progress of the group and the collaboration that has occurred.   
 
Council members discussed the types and variety of dual credit courses offered by 
each college or university and the high schools of which those courses are 
delivered. They also discussed the future development of a portal that will help 
facilitate the CEC recommendations as well as how to reach students without 
adequate internet resources.
